Directional flushing of watermains in all areas 
south of North Street and east of Tillson 
Avenue/Vienna Road.

Residents may 
notice some cloudy or discoloured water 
when watermain flushing occurs. These 
temporary side effects are not hazardous 
to the public and can be resolved by turning 
on the cold water taps to clear the system.
